Private housing refers to privately-developed landed
property and apartments that may come with
condominium facilities such as swimming pools and
tennis courts.

Public housing is developed by the Housing and
Development Board (HDB) and consists of apartments
or flats. Rooms in HDB housing are cheaper to rent in
general.

The tenancy agreement

The tenancy agreement is a legal agreement
designed to protect the rights of the tenant and
landlord by setting out all the terms and conditions
of the rental arrangement. Do check your rights and
responsibilities before signing any tenancy agreement
and related documents. Get promises for repairs and
improvements in writing before you enter into any
agreement and place a deposit. Get a receipt for any
payment made with a description of what it is for and
whether it is refundable.

Commission

Before you view any piece of property, check whether
a real estate agent is involved and whether you need
to pay a commission should you decide to rent the
property. Before you hand over any commission, check
these websites to make sure he or she is a registered
property agent.

Seeking reimbursement for hospitalisation
Eligible students may seek a reimbursement of
hospitalisation fees under the Group Hospitalisation
and Surgical Insurance (GHSI) scheme for stays at
Singapore government/ restructured hospitals based
on the scheme’s terms and conditions.

Seeking reimbursement for outpatient specialist
care

Treatment by a specialist (including diagnostic tests
such as x-rays or scans) or A&E department (strictly
for accidents and emergencies only) in a Singapore
government/ restructured hospital is presently
covered up to $300 per year subject to the terms and
conditions of the GHSI.

Important: In order for you to seek reimbursement for
outpatient specialist care, the specialist from whom
you are seeking treatment must be referred by the
NTU Medical Centre or the A&E department of a
government/ restructured hospital.

Insurance

NTU has two insurance schemes — Group Hospitalisation and Surgical Insurance and the Group Personal
Accident Insurance - to help eligible students meet basic medical costs.

Group Hospitalisation and Surgical Insurance
Group Hospitalisation and Surgical Insurance (GHSI) is compulsory for all full-time international students,
including Singapore permanent residents.

Falling ill and being hospitalised in Singapore can be a financial drain on international students. Not only are
international students not entitled to the medical subsidies that Singapore citizens enjoy, hospitals also typically
require a deposit of the entire estimated bill size upon admission. For e.g., if the estimated bill size for a hospital
stay is $5,000, you must place a cash deposit of $5,000 with the hospital upon admission.

For eligible students on the GHSI, NTU or the underwriter of GHSI will prepare a Letter of Guarantee, which
you can present to the hospital in lieu of the cash deposit, subject to the terms and conditions of the insurance
scheme. Details of this insurance scheme, including the annual limit and premium, will be provided during
matriculation.

Group Personal Accident Insurance

Group Personal Accident Insurance gives basic coverage for accidental death or permanent disablement and
provides medical reimbursement for accidents for undergraduates. Please see www.ntu.edu.sg/Services/

Part-time employment

International students are advised not to rely on part-
time work as a source of funds. Doing so is very risky
as part-time work may not be available when needed
nor will it provide sufficient funds. Students who wish
to take up part-time work for the experience should
note the following:

Part-time jobs outside campus

e Prior approval from the university is required for
matriculated international students to work part-
time. Undergraduates should contact the Student
Affairs Office while graduate students should
contact the International Student Centre. A
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fresh application is required for each job.
Scholarship holders require the additional approval
of their sponsors.

¢ Full-time matriculated international undergraduates
and graduate students may work a maximum of 16
hours a week during term time and full-time during
the vacation.

Part-time jobs on campus (undergraduates only)

e Undergraduates working part-time on campus
may work a maximum of 14 hours a week during
term time and nine hours a day or 44 hours a
week during the vacation. Prior approval from
the university is not required.

International students on exchange or in non-
graduating programmes may not engage in any part-
time work in Singapore.

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Hawker centres

In the earlier days, hawkers in Singapore used to
sell their fare in makeshift stalls until the authorities
clustered them in centres with proper cooking
facilities. Today, hawker centres are an important
feature of Singapore’s food culture and where locals
head for cheap and good eats. Some well-known
ones include:

Food

Carrot cake
Chunks of rice cake fried with egg, shrimp and
optional sweet soya sauce.

Chicken rice
Rice cooked in chicken stock and served with slices
of chicken, cucumber and tomato.

Chilli crab

Crab (usually Sri Lankan crab) cooked in a sweet and
spicy chilli sauce. Ask for the price before you order
this dish.

Fish head curry
Fish head cooked in a piquant curry to which
eggplant, ladies’ finger and tomato are added.

Kaya toast
Toast spread with butter and kaya - a custard-like jam
made from coconut milk, eggs and sugar.

Laksa
Rice noodles served in a spicy coconut broth to which
shrimp, fish cake and cockles are added.

Lontong
Rice cakes served in a light and spicy coconut broth
to which cabbage, carrot and long beans are added.

Mee goreng
Noodles fried with minced mutton and a spicy tomato
paste.

Nasi lemak
Rice cooked in coconut milk and served with fried fish,
anchovies, peanuts, egg and chilli sambal.

Otah
Servings of spicy fish paste wrapped in banana leaf
and barbecued.

Roti prata
A tasty pancake of dough fried on a hotplate and
served with curry. A popular breakfast item.

Satay

Sticks of chicken, mutton or beef marinated with
spices then grilled and served with onion, cucumber
and a spicy peanut dipping sauce.

You char kway
Savoury deep-fried sticks of dough often eaten at
breakfast and sometimes dunked in black coffee.

Chilli crab.
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Desserts and drinks

Bandung
Rose-flavoured milk drink served iced.

Chin chow
A herbal jelly served in a bowl with ice chips. Also
available as a drink.

Gulab Jamun
Fried dough balls in a heavy rose-scented syrup.

Ice kachang

Shaved ice served on a bed of red beans and jelly
chunks, drenched in colourful syrup and topped with
lashings of evaporated milk.

Milo dinosaur
A malted beverage topped with a generous spoonful
of Milo.

Soya bean curd
Soya bean curd served in a light sugar syrup. Also
available as a drink.

Sugar cane juice
Juice extracted from sugar cane and served with or
without lemon juice.

Tangyuan

Balls of rice flour dough with red bean, sesame seed
or peanut filling served in a sweetened peanut or
ginger broth.

Teh Halia
Hot sweetened ginger tea with milk.

Teh Tarik

Hot sweetened tea with milk. Made frothy by passing

it from cup to cup.

Fruit

Durian
A pungent fruit available in many varieties. Can be as
cheap as five for $10 from markets.

Guava
Mildly sweet. Often juiced or eaten raw dipped in a bit
of salt or dried plum powder.

Jackfruit
Sweet and aromatic. Available dried as chips.

Longan
Sweet and juicy. A common ingredient in local
desserts.

Rambutan
Mildly sweet with a large seed. Available canned.

Starfruit
Juicy and refreshing. Usually eaten dipped in a bit of
salt or dried plum powder.
