2) Nominated Students coming to NTU on Exchange must be a full-time student in one of NTU 

exchange partner institutions and have completed 2 semesters of study at home university, 
with proof of results. 

 
3) The Exchange Programme is opened to all nationals except Singapore.

This is to ensure adequate number of approved courses prior to 
arrival in NTU (if you are accepted for admission to NTU).  
 
If you do not have enough approved courses, or choose to apply for new course(s) to read after 
your arrival at NTU, course approval shall be subject to vacancies available and pre-requisites. It 
shall not be guaranteed that you will be offered the course(s) and your course registration will be 
delayed. 
 
Exchange students are strongly encouraged not to deviate from the list of approved courses. It is 
imperative that you select courses which are approved by your home university and deemed 
necessary for academic progression.

Is on-campus accommodation 
available to exchange students? 

 
 Hall of Residences 

 

(NOTE!) 

¶ On-campus accommodation shall not be guaranteed to exchange students. 
Students must be prepared to live off-campus should their application for on-
campus accommodation be unsuccessful. 

¶ Upon acceptance as an exchange student, you may apply for on campus housing 
through the Exchange Web Portal prior to the stipulated closing date. 

¶ Due to limited on-campus accommodation, hall assignment priority shall be given 
to exchange students on course work, and allocation of accommodation shall be 
subject to availability, through random balloting system. 

¶ Should you be successful in securing on-campus accommodation, housing will be in 
one of our 16 halls of Residences based on double occupancy, where only 10 Halls 
have air conditioned rooms. Students are allocated randomly and request for 
transfer of Halls shall not be entertained. 

¶ For students unsuccessful in their application for on-campus housing, they shall be 
recommended off-campus accommodations at hostels located within short bus 
rides to NTU
