A Mature applicant is an applicant who is at least 
25 years of age with at least 4 years of work 
experience (after graduation from polytechnic) as 
of 1 July of the admission year. A mature 
applicant is required to fill in this section by 
providing the date(s) he/she joined and/or 
resigned from a company. Please note that 
National Service and Industrial Attachment are 
NOT considered as work experience. Please leave 
blank for 'Date resigned' if you have not resigned 
from your present job. 
 
A Mature Applicant must submit a Personal 
Statement of not more than 200 words on-
line and also 2 Referee Reports from at least 
one employer using the downloadable 
Employer's Referral Form. Referrals must be 
at supervisory level and above. 
 
The completed Employer's Referral Form is 
to be sealed and sent to the Office of 
Admissions and Financial Aid. 
 
The links for submission of Personal 
Statement and downloading of the 
Employer's Referral Form will appear in the 
Application Status Menu after you have 
successfully submitted your on-line 
application.
